M The Great Canon of St. Andrew

Matins in the Fifth Week of the Great Fast is sung with the long penitential poem called
the Great Canon of St. Andrew of Crete. The Canon takes vignettes from the Scriptures,
both Old and New Testaments, and presents them to the assembled faithful as either
examples of repentance to be followed, or examples or folly to be avoided. After each of
the troparia (hymns) of the Great Canon, we sing “Have mercy on me, O God, have mercy
on me!” and make a full prostration. Because of this practice, among our people this
service was called Poklony (“bows” or “prostrations”). It is a beautiful service, one
characteristic of Lent in our tradition.

This service is best participated in by listening to the troparia and making prostrations
along with the congregation to the best of your ability; that is, in fact, the point of the
service. For that reason, books will not be distributed and attendees are encouraged to
come to the front of the church to best hear and participate. Since the service is non-
eucharistic, we will precede the service with soup and fellowship at 6pm, and the service
will begin at 7pm. The service is relatively long, so if you need to go home at any point,
please feel free to do so. Hope to see you there!

M Great Feast of the Annunciation (March 25)
In the opening chapters of the Gospel of Luke, the Virgin Mary is visited by the Archangel
Gabriel, who greets her with the famous words, “Rejoice (Hail), O favored one, the Lord
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is with you!” and he announces to her that she will bear Christ, the Son of God, to which
she gives her assent. It is simultaneously a feast of the Theotokos (i.e., Mary the “God-
bearer”) and a feast of the Incarnation (i.e., the mystery of God becoming man). For its
grave significance in the story of our salvation in Christ, the Church considers it necessary
to sanctify this holy day as one of the central mysteries of our faith. Two services will be
held: on March 24, a Presanctified Liturgy with Litija and blessing of bread will be held at
Nativity at 6:30pm; on March 25, Vespers with Divine Liturgy will be celebrated at Holy
Trinity at 6:30pm, preceded by the 9 Hour as we have done throughout Lent.

M Schedule for Holy Week 2026

At the back of the bulletin, you will find our schedule for Holy Week (March 30-April 6).
Please note that according to the Archeparchy’s Pastoral Handbook (par. 436), every parish
is required to hold the service of Resurrection Matins for Pascha, which ought to take
place before Divine Liturgy. For that reason, it is impossible to hold two Divine Liturgies
on Sunday morning for Pascha; rather, the services are appropriately split up between
Holy Trinity and Nativity. If for some reason one cannot attend Resurrection Matins and
Liturgy on Pascha, the same service will be held on Bright Monday, since by tradition,
every day of Bright Week is celebrated liturgically in the example same manner as Pascha.
Let us enter into the Paschal Mystery (Our Lord’s Passion, Death, and Resurrection) this
season in the best way we can.

M Sound Issues in the Divine Liturgy

During our recent Pastoral Advisory Council meeting, we briefly discussed the issue some
in our community are having with hearing the Divine Liturgy, namely the priest’s prayers
and the homily. Fr. Nate would like to acknowledge the problem and that he is working
on potential solutions that may have the best overall impact on the community’s
participation in liturgy as a who le. Thank you for your patience.

M Annual Cemetery Care Donation for 2026

Our suggested donation is $75 per grave. The annual average cost for grass cutting and
maintenance is $2,500. Two Lawnmowers and other equipment require weekly care. We
have a larger cemetery and road to maintain with the recent expansion. This past

M Coffee Socials During the Great Fast

Since the Fast is an effort undertaken by the Church as a whole, and not relegated to a
small body of individual believers who take an interest, it would behoove us as a
community to implement at least a moderate fast for all official parish functions.
Therefore, for the Sundays of February 22-March 29, we would like to ask our coffee social
bakers to refrain from using any meat or meat products in whatever they provide for the
social. Our Sunday social is an important act of community gathering and we are very
grateful to all who sign up to provide for it!

M Fasting Regulations for the Great Fast

According to the Archeparchy of Pittsburgh’s Pastoral Handbook, simple abstinence
(refraining from meat) and strict fast (refraining from meat, eggs, and dairy) is binding
on all Byzantine Catholics who receive the Eucharist. Simple abstinence is observed on all
Wednesdays and Fridays of the Great Fast (or whenever else a “fish” appears on the
church calendar) and strict fast is observed the first day of the Great Fast (Monday,
February 16) and Holy Friday (April 3). These are, of course, the minimum regulations, as
by tradition, strict fast is observed every day of the Great Fast. If youw'd like to learn more
about why we fast, see Fr. Nate’s presentation from November 8, which is posted under
the Resources tab of the website.

LenteN RerrectioN: ST. Mary or €cypT

The biography of this wonderful saint was written by St. Sophronios, the Patriarch of
Jerusalem. Once, during the Honorable Fast [Great Lent], a certain hieromonk, the Elder
Zosimas, withdrew into the wilderness beyond the Jordan, a twenty-day trek. Suddenly,
he caught sight of a human being with a withered and naked body whose hair was as white
as snow and who began to flee from the sight of Zosimas. The elder ran for a long while
until this person crouched down in a brook and cried out: "Abba Zosimas forgive me for
the sake of the Lord. I cannot face you for I am a naked woman." Zosimas then tossed his
outer garment to her which she wrapped around herself and then showed herself to him.
The elder was frightened upon hearing his name spoken from the mouth of this woman
he did not know.

Following his prolonged insistence, the woman related her life story. She was born in
Egypt and at the age of twelve began to live a life of debauchery in Alexandria where she
spent seventeen years in this perverted way of life. Driven by the adulterous flame of the
flesh, one day she boarded a boat which was sailing for Jerusalem. Arriving at the Holy
City, she wanted to enter the church in order to venerate the Honorable Cross, but some
invisible force restrained her and prevented her from entering the church. In great fear,
she gazed upon the icon of the All-Holy Mother of God in the vestibule and prayed that she
be allowed to enter the church to venerate the Honorable Cross, all the while confessing
her sinfulness and uncleanness and promising that she would go wherever the All-Pure
One would direct her. She was then permitted to enter the church. Having venerated the
Cross she again entered the vestibule and, before the icon, gave thanks to the Mother of
God. At that very moment she heard a voice saying: "If you cross over Jordan you will find
real peace!" Immediately she purchased three loaves of bread and started out for the
Jordan where she arrived that same evening. The next day she received Holy Communion
in the Monastery of St. John and crossed over the Jordan river. She remained in the
wilderness for forty-eight years in great torment, fear and struggle with passionate
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thoughts as though with wild beasts. She fed on vegetation. Afterward, when she stood
for prayer, Zosimas saw her levitate in the air. She begged him to bring her Holy
Communion the following year on the shore of the Jordan where she would then come to
receive it.

The following year, Zosimas arrived on the shore of the Jordan in the evening with Holy
Communion. He wondered how this saint would cross the Jordan. At that moment, in the
light of the moon, he saw her as she approached the river, made the sign of the cross over
it and walked upon the water as though upon dry land. After Zosimas administered Holy
Communion to her, she begged him to come the following year to the same brook where
they had first met. Zosimas came and discovered her lifeless body on that spot. Above her
head in the sand was written: "Abba Zosimas, bury the body of the humble Mary on this
site; render dust to dust. I died on April 1, the same night of the saving-suffering of Christ,
after having received Communion of the Divine Mysteries."

From this inscription Zosimas first learned her name and the other and awesome miracle
was that, she, on that same night the previous year, when she received Holy Communion,
arrived at this brook which took him twenty days to travel. Thus, Zosimas buried the body
of this wonderful saint, Mary the Egyptian.

When he returned to the monastery Zosimas related the entire history of her life and the
miracles which he had personally witnessed. Thus, the Lord knows how to glorify penitent
sinners. St. Mary is also commemorated on the Fifth Sunday of the Honorable Fast (Fifth
Sunday in Lent). The Church holds her up as an example to the faithful during these fast
days as an incentive for repentance. She died about the year 530 A.D.

A Reflection From the Life of St. Mary the Egypt

Why is it that much is said and written about the sufferings of holy men and holy women?
Because the saints, alone, are considered victors. Can anyone be a victor without conflict,
pain and suffering? In ordinary earthly combat, no one can be considered victorious nor
heroic who has not been in combat, tortured much or suffered greatly. The more so in
spiritual combat where the truth is known and where self-boasting not only does not help
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at all but, indeed, hinders it. He who does not engage in combat for the sake of Christ,
either with the world, with the devil or with one's self, how can he be counted among the
soldiers of Christ? How, then, can it be with Christ's co-victors?

St. Mary of Egypt spoke about her savage spiritual combat to the Elder Zosimas: "For the
first seventeen years in this wilderness I struggled with my deranged sexual desires as
though with fierce beasts. I desired to eat meat and fish which I had in abundance in
Egypt. I also desired to drink wine and here, I did not have even water to drink. I desired
to hear lustful songs. I cried and beat my breasts. I prayed to the All-Pure Mother of God
to banish such thoughts from me. When I had sufficiently cried and beat my breasts, it

was then that I saw a light encompassing me on all sides and a certain miraculous peace
filled me."

The full life of St. Mary of Egypt is read in full during Matins with the Great Canon of St. Andrew of

Crete, which will be celebrated this upcoming Wednesday at 7pm. Holy Venerable Mother Mary, pray
to God for us!

WHAT TO EXPECT

Holy Monday—Wednesday
 Bridegroom Matins will be served Monday-Tuesday evening. and Presanctified Liturgy on
Wednesday. We spend our final moments with Christ our Bridegroom on his way to his passion in
which he gives himself for us out of his great love.

Holy Thursday

+ The Vesperal Divine Liturgy of Holy Thursday commemorates the Last Supper.
+ Matins with the Twelve Passion Gospels is held in the dark while the faithful hold candles. The
service thematically walks us through Our Lord’s agony in the Garden and the entire account of his

passion and death.

Great and Holy Friday
« Burial Vespers, commemorating the death and burial of Our Lord, is our main celebration of Holy

Friday. A 30-minute break will follow.
» Lamentations may be understood as the “funeral lamentation” service of Our Lord. This service is

celebrated by candlelight.
» Vigil at the tomb will begin at 10:00 PM and end at 4:00 PM on Saturday.

Great and Holy Saturday

(1) The Paschal Vigil Liturgy (Vespers with the Divine Liturgy of St. Basil for Holy Saturday and
Pascha), while new to Holy Trinity, is the official liturgical service prescribed for Holy Saturday by
our Byzantine Catholic tradition. It is the first service of Pascha, as its hymns and readings proclaim
the Resurrection and Our Lord's triumph over death. [t may seem strange at first, but "Christ is
risen" is not sung at this liturgy. The liturgy will be followed by a basket blessing. For those who
cannot attend the main celebration of Pascha. This year, the liturgy will include a baptism,
according to tradition and our eparchy’s liturgical norms (Pastoral Handbook, 449).

(2) The main celebration of Pascha will begin with the Midnight Office. Then, the lights will be
extinguished, and the Ceremony of Light will begin. At 10:00 PM, the faithful will receive the
Paschal Light for the procession, which will conclude at the doors of the church for Resurrection
Matins and the Paschal Divine Liturgy. The liturgy will be followed by a basket blessing.

PASCHA (Sunday)

(3) Resurrection Matins and the Paschal Divine Liturgy will be celebrated in the morning only at
Nativity, since in keeping with the liturgical norms of our eparchy every parish must celebrate
Resurrection Matins (Pastoral Handbook, 436). The liturgy will be followed by a basket blessing.

*All three options count toward participation in worship for Pascha and will have basket blessings.*

How to Fulfill One’s Obligation to Attend Church for Easter on Saturday and Sunday

» The Church will celebrate Pascha the way it knows how, with a full celebration. The only
persons obligated to be at all services are the clergy. The faithful are welcome to decide how
much they can attend. The following advice is recommended:

« Minimum Participation: Attend one of the three Divine Liturgy options listed on Saturday and
Sunday: the Paschal Vigil Liturgy for Saturday (3 PM), the evening Paschal Divine Liturgy for
Sunday (11 PM-12 AM), or the morning Paschal Divine Liturgy for Sunday at Nativity (11 AM).

» Maximum participation: Attend both the Paschal Vigil Liturgy for Saturday (4 PM) and the
Paschal Divine Liturgy for Sunday (either 9:30 PM-12 AM at Holy Trinity or 11 AM at Nativity).
Receiving the Eucharist at both Saturday liturgies is permitted.




MysTerieS OF TH¢ CHURCH

Parish Membership: To be a parish member, you must (1) be registered in the parish;
(2) demonstrate faithful and consistent participation in the liturgical life of the parish
on Sundays and holy days; and (3) regularly offer time, talent, or treasure to the
parish according to your ability. Parish membership is required for participation in
the sacraments below (but exceptions may be made with Fr. Nate’s discretion). All are
welcome to become members after attending the parish for one year.

Contact Fr. Nate to register.

Mysteries of Initiation (Baptism, Chrismation, and Eucharist): Contact Fr. Nate to
schedule pre-baptism instruction. Sponsors must be practicing Catholics.

Mystery of Crowning: Contact Fr. Nate before setting a date or reserving your
reception hall (at least six months before the desired wedding date). Pre-Cana
program and three sessions with Fr. Nate are required. The ceremony will be
celebrated according to the Byzantine Rite.

Mystery of Anointing and Visitation of the Sick: This mystery may be celebrated
upon request for anyone navigating spiritual or physical challenges. If you or your
loved one is homebound or hospitalized, notify Fr. Nate as soon as possible to ensure
they can be visited.

Funerals: Families of the deceased or the funeral director must contact Fr. Nate
before setting the time and date of funeral. The deceased need not be a member in
good standing. Cremation is discouraged but permitted within certain limitations.

Liturgy Intentions can be requested through the offertory envelopes provided or in
person from Fr. Nate or Dcn. Luke. A liturgy may be requested with or without the
conventional $20 stipend, which is considered a donation not a requirement.
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
